The hearings will continue from day-to-day until concluded (if
necessary) . Anyone planning to attend the evidentiary hearings should
consult the Commission’s website prior to the event for any change or
cancellation in the time, location or date.

THE APPLICATION

On January 18, 2013, Artesian Wastewater Management, Inc.
("AWMI”) filed with the Delaware Public Service Commission (the
“Commission”) an Application (the “Application”) requesting the

authority to implement a proposed increase in its monthly flat rate



charge for wastewater service from $75.00/EDU to $98.00/EDU and to
allow changes in AWMI’s miscellaneous tariff charges.

On June 3, 2013, AWMI filed a Supplemental Filing reducing its
request for a rate increase. Currently, AWMI requests the authority to
implement a proposed increase 1in its monthly flat rate charge for
wastewater service from $75.00/EDU to $88.00/EDU, as opposed to the
$98.00/EDU requested in AWMI’ s original Application. AWMI’ s
Supplemental Filing also requests miscellaneous tariff changes.

In its Supplemental Filing, AWMI represents that it is seeking an
increase 1n annual wastewater revenues of $215,123. According to
AWMI’s original proposal, the monthly bill for a typical residential
customer would increase by $13, or approximately 17%.

The Commission previously ordered that AWMI’s filing be suspended
pending full and complete evidentiary hearings into the Jjustness and
reasonableness of the proposed new rates and tariff sheets and a final
decision of the Commission.

THE EVIDENTIARY HEARING

At the evidentiary hearing, the Hearing Examiner will consider
the Application and Supplemental Filing, the pre-filed and live
testimony of the parties and any other pertinent documents submitted
by the parties, including any settlement reached by the parties prior
to the hearings. The Hearing Examiner 1is obligated to reach a
decision based wupon the evidence ©presented at the evidentiary
hearings. If a settlement agreement 1is reached, the evidentiary
hearings will address whether it 1is 1in the public interest for the

Commission to approve the Settlement Agreement. Subsequent to the



evidentiary hearings, at a time not yet determined, this Application
and Supplemental Filing will be considered by the Commission.

Persons or entities which were granted intervention in this
Application may present witnesses, conduct cross-examination or
introduce evidence at the evidentiary hearings. Members of the public
are welcome to attend the evidentiary hearing and/or the Commission’s
meeting as observers.
