This public evidentiary hearing is being held in accordance with
26 Del. C. 8503 and 29 Del. C. §§10122, 10124, and 10125.

On February 3, 2015, Delmarva Power & Light Company ("Delmarva")
filed an application (the *“Application") with the Delaware Public
Service Commission (the "Commission”) seeking to change the
methodology for calculating the balancing fees associated with the Gas
Cost Rate (“GCR”). More specifically, Delmarva requested permission
to implement a new structure for the imposition of balancing fees that

would consist of two components: (1) a Balancing Fee; and (2) a
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Pressure Support Fee. The Balancing Fee and Pressure Support Fee
contained in the Application would result in an overall bill increase
of between .05% to 30.5% depending on tariff class and fee structure
approved. (See  Schedule SAD-4 of the Application for more
information) .

The demand rate for Residential Gas, General Gas, Gas Light,
Medium Volume and Large Volume customers would decrease by
approximately 8.0%. The effect of the proposed Balanceing Fee and
Pressure Support Fee on a residential space heating customer using 120
ccf in a winter month would be a decrease in their overall bill of
$1.75, or 1.4%.

Evidentiary Hearings are conducted to formally introduce evidence
into the record and to make available for cross-examination the
partiesg’ witness testimony, including testimony that may be offered
with respect to any settlement agreement that may be reached by the
parties prior to the hearings. Members of the public are invited to
attend the evidentiary hearings as observers, but only the parties,
and those persons who have intervened in the proceedings, are
permitted to present or cross-examine witnesses. Following the
conclusion of the evidentiary hearing, the Hearing Examiner will
prepare a report containing his recommendations to the Commission. In
accordance with 26 Del. C. 8305 and 29 Del. C. §10128, the Commission
will make its decision concerning thig matter on the basis of the
record evidence presented to the Hearing Examiner at the public

evidentiary hearing.
