[bookmark: UELECTRIC_SUPPLIER_CERTIFICATE]AND NOW, this 13th  day of September 2023, the Delaware Public Service Commission (“Commission”) determines and orders the following:
WHEREAS, on July 31, 2023 Chaberton Solar Blackburn, LLC (the “Company”) submitted an application (the “Application”) with the Delaware Public Service Commission (the “Commission”) for a Preliminary Certificate to Operate (“PCTO”) to provide a solar community-owned energy generating facility in the State of Delaware pursuant to §1014 of the Electric Utility Restructuring Act of 1999, 26 Del. C. §§ 1001 - 1020 (the “Act”) and 26 Del. Admin. C. §3001, the Commission’s Rules for Certification and Regulation of Electric Suppliers, Net Metering, and Community Energy Facilities (the “Community Energy Facility Rules”).[footnoteRef:1]  ; and  [1: Unless otherwise noted, all references to capitalized terms are set forth in the Act and/or the Community Energy Facility Rules.	] 

WHEREAS, the Application met the minimum filing requirements (“MFRs”); and 
WHEREAS, as more specifically detailed in its August 31, 2023, Memorandum to the Commission, Staff reports that the Application fulfills all of the requirements set forth in the Act and the Community Energy Facility Rules for a Preliminary Certificate to Operate. Therefore, Staff recommends that the Commission issue a Preliminary Certificate to Operate in the State of Delaware;
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED BY THE AFFIRMATIVE VOTE 
OF NOT FEWER THAN THREE COMMISSIONERS:

1. Chaberton Solar Blackburn, LLC community-owned energy generating facility, located at East Drive, Magnolia, DE 19962 Parcel #8-00-113.00-01-25.00-000, is hereby granted a Preliminary Certificate to Operate a community-owned energy generating facility within the State of Delaware. This Preliminary Certificate to Operate shall expire upon the Commission’s granting of a Final Certificate to Operate or twenty-four (24) months from the issuance, whichever is earlier.
2. [bookmark: _Hlk115429902]Chaberton Solar Blackburn, LLC is hereby notified that a violation of any applicable order, statute, regulation, rule, or other controlling authority may be enforced by sanctions in accordance with §§ 1014(f) and § 3001-16.0 Community Energy Facility Rules.
3. Chaberton Solar Blackburn, LLC shall file such reports and pay such fees and assessments as may be required or imposed under §§ 114, 115, and 1014(f)(15) of the Act, and §§ 3001-16.0 of the Community Energy Facility Rules.
4. Chaberton Solar Blackburn, LLC consents to the jurisdiction of the courts of the State of Delaware for all acts or omissions related to its offering of Community Energy Facility Services in Delaware.
5. The Commission reserves the jurisdiction and authority to enter such further orders in this matter as may be deemed necessary or proper.
